IMPORTANT SETUP NOTE!

Thisgertains to all programming steps. When you are in setup mode, a component LED will light
for 30 seconds.|f you do not press a button within 30 seconds, the LED light will turn off and exit
setup mode and you will need to start over.

A. Pre-Programmed 3-Digit Code Method
STEP1) Turn onthe Component you want to program (TV, VCR, DVD or AUX).

STEP2) Press the [COMPONENT] button (TV,
VCR, DVD or AUX) to be programmed
and [OK/SEL] button simultaneously for
3 seconds. The Component LED light will
turn on for 30 seconds indicating the
unitis ready to be programmed.

C. The Learning Method
